Dear Competitors,

Thank you for your entry into the 30th Anniversary Repco Reliability Trial Rerun. 

The following is the final update before the event. Please read carefully, there is plenty of information to take note of.

Starting Order:

You have been allocated the car number and start time as per the attached entry list.

The cars with “C” numbers (cars or crew member(s) who competed in the original Repco) will start first followed by the rest of the field in numerical order. Cars and crew with rally history have been given the lower order numbers.

This is the only time you will start in this order, see below:

Timing of Touring Sections and optional Navigation Sub Event.

To simplify things for both you and our officials we will not be timing cars between the control points on the Touring Sections.  We will instead be specifying a range of time (or window) in which you will need to arrive at the control point. You won’t have to work out your arrival time, just arrive at any time during the the control open window . This system worked very well for my two previous reruns and people who were dubious about the idea before the event then said that it was the only timing system which would have worked. 

This will also mean that you can select your starting time on most days, for example if you want to get an early start simply turn up at the control earlier. 

The road sub events (Southern Flinders, Broken Hill and Kalabity) will be timed in accordance with normal rally practice.

Most of the time this will make for relaxed touring but the third day may be challenging due to the distance involved, just as long as we don't lose any sections due to excessive rainfall.

This day has a few optional detours  because of sandy stretches but you will lose points in the form of wrong directions to manned controls and missed informations if you take the easy way or shortcut.

Delete reference to 60 minutes points loss for missing major touring controls, section 12.4 in Supp Regs, the points losses are as listed at the bottom of 12.4.

Points Loss for not attempting Sub Events:

If you don’t participate in a Sub Event you will lose 50 points,.

Issue of CAMS Licenses:

If your CAMS licence has expired recently you need to renew it through CAMS, the facility for obtaining licenses at the start applies for newcomers only.

Control Markers:

Control markers will be on display at the briefing.

Major Control markers will consist of a FIA red “Clock” sign, 900 mm square, on a white background. These markers will be used at all major control points around the route, both on the touring sections and also as part of the navigational sub events.

Passage Control Markers will consist of a red P on a white background, 450mm square. 

Quiet zone markers will consist of a black Q on a white background, 450 mm square. These may be used in sensitive areas and require you to drive quietly and with consideration for residents.

Directional arrows will be used extensively, a red arrow on a white background 450m by 225 mm.

Information markers, a black letter or number on a white background, 450 mm square.

Prescribed Information, you may be required to answer questions at some places, eg a local signpost.

Road Cards:

Road cards will be issued to all competitors at book in in order to record your passage through various control points and for you to record observations (information markers) and answers to questions. It is your responsibility to look after this card and to make sure the control official at the finish control circles and initials any information you have recorded on the card. 

Briefing and book in on Friday the 7th of August

This is at Arlington Malvern, Golfers Drive, Malvern East Vic 3145 Melway Map 69 D1 

You will able to book in and get your paperwork and licences checked from 1600. You will able obtain CAMS Licences and HRA membership at this time.

The briefing will commence at 1900 and afterwards any remaining paperwork book can be finalised.

Scrutiny

Will be conducted in both Melbourne and Sydney.  Melbourne scrutiny will be at Performance Exhaust 49 New St Ringwood from 1300 to 1600 on the Saturday the 1st of August.

In Sydney,  scrutiny will be held at Blacktown TAFE on Tuesday the 4th of August. See information and map below.

Cars will be checked for roadworthiness and the equipment specified in the Supplementary Regulations.

People not living in Melbourne or Sydney may be scrutineered regionally, please contact the Clerk of Course to notify your intentions if you haven't already done so.

Fuel

There are two long distances for which you may need extra fuel. One is a minimum of 250 km on day 5 from Burra to Yunta. You will need to ensure that you can carry enough fuel for this distance.

The day 7 stages from Broken Hill to Parachilna,  total a minimum of 410km (325km between pump refuels if you don't mind 91 octane).

We have therefore made provision to carry your fuel containers from Broken Hill to Curnamona. The distance from Broken Hill to Curnamona is approx 215km (approx 180km if you take the opportunity to refuel with 91 octane at Cockburn). This carriage of fuel is a once off service although you are free to store your empty containers in the luggage truck, for the duration of the event.

Paid Meals

Meals at Tooborac, Mt Gambier, Curnamona and Parachilna are paid for as part of your entry fee for two people per entry.
